I started my academic career at Stephen F. Austin State Uni-
versity.

It was at SFASU that I formally declared psychology 
as my major, but continued to pursue my other interests in 
anthropology and biology.  I transferred my junior year to 
the University of New Mexico, where my formal research 
training began.  I worked as an undergraduate research as-
sistant in the Behavioral Neuroscience lab of Dr. Robert 
Sutherland.  The project examined the impact of Fetal Alco-
hol Syndrome (FAS) and Fetal Alcohol Effects (FAE) on spatial 

learning in rats. This project ignited my interest in brain-

I found the breadth of 
research areas represented at SWPA intellec-
tually stimulating and encouraging.  I enjoyed 
learning about new research areas in a way 
that no classroom could present.  I returned 
for each of the years that I was in UT-¢ȅƭŜǊΩǎ 
program.  In many ways, my experience pre-
senting at and participating in SWPA solidified 
my plan to pursue a research career in psy-
chology.  

In 2001, I enrolled in the Developmental Psy-
chology Ph.D. program at the University of Missouri under Dr. 
David Geary.  There I gained expertise in evolutionary and de-
velopmental psychology and psychobiology.  I also attended a 
number of conferences.  None compared to the student-
friendly and broad nature of SWPA.

focus on negative feelings generated by 
the stressor, they may become maladap-
tive.  We have shown that co-rumination is 
associated with increased stress system 
activity and reduced overall health.  My lab 
is currently working on several projects 
that examine sex differences in the stress 
response to social relationships.  Students 
are a critical component of my research, 

and I encourage them to try their hand at presenting our re-
search as early as possible in their careers.  I currently have 
two graduate students, and am willing to accept others who 
have shared research interests and a passion for pursuing 
those interests.

ever since.  My current research focuses on 
how relationships influence and modify the 
stress response systems and overall health.  
My students, both graduate and under-
graduate, have enjoyed the experience that 
SWPA has to offer.  They have commented 
that SWPA strikes a balance between aca-

ing stressors with a friend (co-rumination).  Confiding in 
friends is usually associated with better overall outcomes.
